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Where did you start from?
 
I started from a scratch. When I was a little boy, I drew flowers and all
kind of silly things on my homework papers, to impress my teacher, because
I was secretly in love with her. She of course loved my drawings and in a
way that was Gods answer on my first love. So, it was more then
stimulating to continue. In my high school the motivation to draw and
paint was entirely of other nature. I was simply bored to death, so
drawing during the lessons (pretty much during all lessons except
philosophy, history and art) was on daily basis. Later I tried to apply on
art academy couple of times but I haven't succeed, so I accepted the fact
that my future wasn't going in that direction. I studied a lot though, and
I had many different jobs, the simple ones like working in supermarkets,
all the way to interesting jobs in psychiatry and artificial intelligence.
So I ended up in ICT. In my free time I kept drawing (artistic) naked
models.. and then, when I started my own company, I was financially
independent enough to do things I always wanted to do. One of those things
was make-up. After I completed my education and became certified make-up
artist, my life came into entirely different dimension.
 
How would you describe your work?
 
Artistic, creative and independent. I'm more then happy that I was able to
make connection between painting/drawing and make-up. It's big deal to
understand colors. 
 
 
Would you define your career more as style or as fashion statement?
 
I'd rather define my career as free style artist. I'd never accept someone
push me into the corner and sticker my back with definitions, either we
talk about fashion or any other subject of creativity.
 
What do you find so inspiring?
 
I often get inspired by average women I see in buses, in cinemas,
supermarkets or just by the girls next door. I keep analyzing their
outfits where ever I see them and I wonder how they did it, why they did
certain way, and would I be able to reproduce it and make
it even better. One of the biggest mistake some make-up artists (or any other
professionals) make, is to assume there's nothing else they can learn from
other people. Even though I have a lots of knowledge and experience, I'm
always convinced we can learn pretty much from anyone. Sometimes I also
get great ideas while simply sitting in the toilet. I figured out it's
because - it's one of the places where we're completely alone and our mind
can have a break.. and that's what makes us open for the world of ideas
and inspiration.
 
Does such a thing as European fashion exist? or just French, British etc.
 
I think it's nonsense, dictated from above by fashion labels and bad
fashion journalists. People are creative and inspirational or they aren't,
irrespectively where they live. In some other parts of the world, other
then Europe anyway, only clothing sizes are a bit different and it's
because (South-Eastern) Asian people for instance, have a little bit
different anatomy then we Europeans do. For the rest the designs are more
or less all alike. Fashion was however different ages ago, because of
culture differences and those cultures were not that connected like they
are today. We live in the age of communication revolution, so each corner
of the world is within your reach in seconds.
 
Can you tell in advance who makes a good make-up artist or hairdresser?
 
 I think those who never quit and those who keep studying their whole life.
A positive mindset is extremely important as well. Once you convince
yourself that you're not good make-up artist or simply a looser, it's very
likely it's gonna be so. You have to believe in what you do. As simple as
that. Otherwise you're out of business, no matter what kind of profession
you have.
 
Why is game/competition important?
 
It's like in sports. We need constant outside impulses and (new)
challenges to improve our self. When I was a kid I was also a wrestler and
I've done many competitions. It doesn't matter whether you win or loose.
What matters is that you keep fighting and learn from each fight. Our
immunity system works the same way. We need viruses in order to become
stronger. I call it: the road to perfection.
 
What are the advantages of online competition?
 
Accessibility. Pretty much anyone can be part of it, either you're from
India, Australia or Chile... or from whatever part of the world. 

For many people around the world, buying even a
single ticket to Europe is a life dream. Well, there you go. An online
competition eliminates that problem. All you need, is nothing but
connection to internet and pictures of your work that you're proud of. 
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
